Economy without
active emotional human structure is incon«-
ceivable;sois human feeling, thinking and
acting without economic basis. One-sided
neglect of the one or the other leads topsy-
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chologism('Only the psychic human forces |
make higtory'). Instead of talking so much
abomt dialectic s, one should try to comprehend
the living mutual relatmnshxps between groups
of people, natugﬁ mmchnes. They functmn
as a unity, and at the saem time mutually con-
ditioneachother." --Wilhelm Reich, from
theﬁrefacE%"Tl} Sexual Revolution''.

It mustbe noted that the climbing debt
burdenis not limited toconsumers. Cor-
porate debthas also risenenommouslyand
now totals some $900billion, approximately
double the figure of the mid -1960's and more
than10times the $55billion level atthe start
of the postwar era.

One consequence of the huge rise incor-
porate borrowing is that cashheld by cor-

' poratmns now amounts to only 20% of the

current liabilities, obhgatlons that mustbe
paid within12 months. Atthe startofthe
1960s, the comparable percentage was about

''40%. Today's rate of 20%is below the cash-
“' to-liabilities level thatprevailed inlate 1969,
' whenthe 1969-70recessionbegan. During
‘thatrecession, it should be added, the Federal

Reserve pursueda hlghly expansionary mone -
tary pohcy,_ one that would notbe feasibleina
recession associated witha fuel shortage.
Furthermore, inthe summer o0f1970, consu -
mer finances were more soundlybased than
corporate finances anditis the expansion of
debtamong the consumers that has helped
bolster the current expansion..

However,inall fairness, though worry
over the debtburdenhas beenintensifiddg,
there has beenlittle evidence of a surge in
actual creditdifficulties. The percentage of
consumer installment loans delinguent for 30
days or more has beenhoveringaround the 2%
level. Althoughthis rate is the highestintwo
decades, there has been httle change in the
pastyear or so,and even hlgher delinquency
rates of nearly 2. 3%we1f_e recordedinthe
early1950s.

Butanimportant aside to this is thatal -
though delinquencies are already on the high
side, the impact of the oil squeeze hasn'teven
begunto showupinthe st.tistics.
