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ANARCHISM— The philosophy of a new social order
based on liberty unrestricted by man-made law; the
theory that all forms of government rest on vio-
fence, and are therefore wrong and harmful, as well
as unnecessary.

ANARCHY— Absence of government; disbelief in, and
disregard of, invasion and authority based on coer-
cion and force; a condition of society regulated by
voluntary agreement instead of government.

ANARCHIST — A believer in Anarchism; one opposed
to all forms of coercive government and invasive
authority; an advocate of Anarchy, or absence of
government, as the ideal of political liberty andr
social harmony.
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
